Advance Construct

ÀTool recommended to use instead of ILLU

ÀAllows flexibility in the first 2 years of the TIP using AC funding code

ÀUse Advance Construct Conversion (ACC) for payback funding code
ÀUsually the following year

AC (Advance Construction) ςAn innovative financing tool permitted under FHWA rules that, with approval of the FHWA, 
allows the state to begin a project using state funds prior to the availability of federal funds. This tool allows the state 
flexibility to use its resources to more efficiently schedule project start-ups. 
ACC (Advance Construction Conversion) ςAccounting tool to track the repayment of state funds used to begin a project 
prior to the availability of federal funds.
